JOB DESCRIPTION

This is a full time position providing psychiatric care to adult (18-65) inpatients and residents of at Cygnet Kewstoke. The Hospital has 5 wards and supports up to 72 service users. The wards are a female acute ward, a female rehabilitation ward, a female low secure ward, a female personality disorder ward and a male PICU. The vacancy is on Nash Ward, our male PICU service which deals with emergency and crisis admissions.
The post holder is expected to be fully involved as a practising psychiatrist within the multidisciplinary team. The post holder has delegated responsibility for the patients assigned to them under the supervision of the responsible clinician and consultant psychiatrist, to whom the post holder will report clinically.

While appropriate autonomy in clinical decision-making is encouraged, the post holder must work within the multidisciplinary team and must refer to the Consultant all clinical problems beyond his/her competence or experience.  The Medical Director will ensure that arrangements are in place for urgent consultation.

Main duties and Responsibilities

The following list of duties is for guidance and is not exhaustive. The post holder will be responsible for the following:

· Routine medical and psychiatric support to Nash Ward and emergency cover for other wards.  The work will primarily consist of:

· Initial clerking and mental state examination of newly admitted patients.

· The assessment, appropriate investigation, diagnosis and treatment under Consultant supervision of inpatients of the unit.  Each patient must be interviewed and re-assessed at a frequency appropriate to their individual clinical needs and sufficient to monitor changes and make timely modifications to the treatment plan.

· The maintenance of good communication with ward nursing staff, including morning handover meetings each working day. The post holder should be readily contactable and immediately available to the ward throughout the defined clinical sessions.

· Participation in weekly Ward Rounds and in other multidisciplinary meetings, including Care Programme Approach Meetings (CPA), First Tier Tribunal hearings, managers hearings and Section 117 meetings, ensuring that full and up-to-date clinical information is available to the meeting and ensuring that medical decisions are implemented as planned.

· Maintenance of full records of medical and psychiatric assessments and interventions, which will be entered in the electronic patient records in compliance with guidelines and audit requirements.

· Communication and liaison with mental health and other agencies and professionals as required for patient assessment and for co-ordination of discharge plans.

· Preparation, within the specified time limits, of discharge summaries meeting the standards set by Cygnet Healthcare.

· Ensuring that the Nash Ward is adequately covered in his/her absence from duty.

· Covering the work of other Junior Medical staff in their absence. This will normally be restricted to annual leave, study leave and brief spells of sick leave.

· The ward doctor is responsible for taking blood samples. In the absence of the ward doctor trained 
staff are available to take blood samples. 

· The post holder will participate in the ‘duty doctor’ on-call rota at the hospital, and will be on-
call 1:6, Supervision for on-call related issues will take place in consultation with
the Consultant on call or the following day with the consultant for the respective Unit.

· The post holder accepts that he/she will also perform other duties as occasional emergencies and unforeseen circumstances arise.  It has been agreed between the medical profession and the Department of Health that, while Junior Doctors accept that they will perform such duties, any such additional commitments will be exceptional and that Junior Doctors will not be required to undertake such work for prolonged periods or on a regular basis.

· The post holder is expected to carry out all clinical duties in accordance with the policies and procedures and the philosophy of patient care of the clinical team at the hospital.
Conditions of service

· Support will be provided by Cygnet Healthcare for doctors wishing to pursue specialist certification through the CESR route.

· The post holder will attend all mandatory training e.g. BLS, ILS, Breakaway training/PMVA training, Moving and Transferring, Infection Control, H&S.

· The post holder will have weekly clinical supervision with the Consultant Psychiatrist supervision lasting one hour each week. The consultant will be available for ad hoc supervision and consultation during working hours. 

· Cygnet will require documentary evidence of current registration with the General Medical Council and Insurance Indemnity cover.

· Cygnet Kewstoke will provide secretarial and computing support for work specifically related to inpatients.

· The post will give access to confidential information relating to the business, plans and strategy of the company.  The post holder is expected to keep such matters confidential and to protect the company’s interests.

· The post is non-resident.

Communication

· To ensure and maintain regular communications with the supervising Consultant Psychiatrist and Hospital Manager.

· To communicate effectively through regular contact with patients, relatives, staff, directors, and any other concerned bodies; maintaining appropriate reports.  
Marketing

· To actively market the hospital and promote a positive personal and professional profile within the local community.

Training and Development

The post holder will be expected to attend and contribute to academic meetings and to adhere to the professional standards for CPD as set out by the GMC, the Department of Health and the Royal College of Psychiatrists.  The post holder will be entitled to 5 days study leave.
Health and Safety

· To report immediately to the hospital manager any illness of an infectious nature or accident incurred by a patient, colleague, self or other as relevant to the health and safety of the facility in question.

· To support the development of the process, practice and delivery of rehabilitation model of care.

· To understand and ensure the implementation of the Hospital’s health and safety policy and emergency and fire procedures.  

· To have responsibility to manage risk to self and others in immediate vicinity and to take reasonable care of own safety and the safety of others who may be affected by the post holders acts or omissions.  

· To comply with all health & safety policies and procedures.  To be aware of the responsibilities outlined in the Health and Safety at Work Act (1974), and to ensure that agreed safety procedures are carried out to maintain a safe environment for employees, patients and visitors.

General
· To demonstrate non-discriminatory practice in all aspects of work.

· To assist in ensuring quality targets are met in accordance with agreed standards.

· To participate in agreed systems of appraisal and individual performance review with the role of employee.

· To ensure the security of the Hospitals is maintained at all times.

· To adhere to all Company policies and procedures within the defined timescales, GMC standards and guidelines, Department of Health guidelines and legislation, including the Mental Health Act and Code of Practice.

· To undertake other duties, as required.

Continuing Educational and Professional Development

The Company recognises this to be a crucial aspect of the appointment as part of its provision of high quality health care and responsibility for clinical governance. CPD is undertaken not only in line with individual development plans, but also as part of company service development.

CPD programmes are encouraged and take full advantage of study leave opportunities and requests are considered flexibly.  There is a training budget of £500.00 pa for CPD activities at the discretion of the Site Medical Director and Regional Clinical Director.
Research

Although research is not included as a part of the proposed duties of this post, the Company through the head of psychiatry will provide active encouragement for the post holder to pursue any personal research interest as it would any area of appropriate professional development. 
Leave

The post holder will be entitled to 25 days annual leave per year in addition to the 8 public holidays. Study leave of up to 5 days per annum is allowed subject to approval by the Site Medical Director.
